Due to financial constraints all files must be completed by July 1st in order to receive SMU Need-Based Aid.  

Satisfactory Academic Progress- 

Checked after each Spring term once the student has completed 2 years if a Freshman and the 1st Spring if a Transfer 

student.  

All classes dropped with a W are counted in number of hours taken. 

Students must have greater than a 2.0 and pass 80% of all classes attempted to meet SAP.  

E-mails/letters will be going out this Fall to inform students that are in danger of not having federal aid available to 

complete their degrees. 

Students cannot be awarded aid at the point when an advisor can determine they will not complete their degree in 12 

semesters or 150% of their degree requirements.  

 Once on probation, students can be awarded aid for only one term at a time.  
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
